Achievements and performance

Charitable activities

Virtual Learning Academy AACT funded 40% of this Deafax-led one year project which completed in
April. The project delivered workshops to 45 teenagers & training sessions in the Virtual Learning

Centre. The project also developed on-line modules. The Project achieved its objectives but the financial
problems of sustaining a VLC were highlighted.

SEED Project This University of Reading scheme has enabled us to fund a vacation student
who worked with one of our volunteers. They researched how other organisations are
advising on use of IT for those with communications disabilities. The project will achieve
its milestones by October 2010 as planned, with a report for carers published through our
website. We are grateful for a University Bursary which funded 25% of the cost.

Informing the public Towards the end of the year, an assistant worked on
presentations to schools and translating texts to aid the awareness of the
public, particularly in the area of selective mutism.

Selective mutism project A professional speech therapist
and story-teller, whose work on selective mutism we
supported last year, has worked on a further report. The approach is beginning to
demonstrate that use of story-telling software can help a child bridge the gap
between home and school. Ken Carter has begun to plan further work in this area.

Website accessibility The Trustees adopted an Accessibility policy this year. A
volunteer upgraded the website to take account of common accessibility standards. A move to use
social media services to update news works technically, but such services can introduce further

accessibility problems.

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Fundraising

Trusts and Foundations Return on investment of this fundraising activity has remained high with costs
less than 7% of income raised. This is significantly better than the 11% average for this type of
fundraising, largely due to voluntary effort from our Founder. However, the amount raised was reduced
from last year, perhaps not surprisingly given the general economic climate.

Projects Thanks to a grant from EaConsulting, paid help has been obtained during
the year’s final quarter to assist our Founder with R&D-related fundraising and
activity. It is too early to report on achievements, but discussions have been held
with a number of potential partners. Through one of our trustees, AACT has been
offered free access to the Winkball video service run by Correspondent Corp. An
assistant is considering its use for communicating information on selective mutism.

Using volunteers The current financial situation exacerbates the problem of
raising sustained funding for a permanent administrator. This has prompted the
Board to take alternative action. A volunteer, with assistance from two others
recruited through Reading Voluntary Action, undertook a project to devise a
system aimed at minimising the time we have to spend on basic administration.
As a result it is expected that voluntary effort will be sufficient for the basic
administration of the charity for some time to come.

Sales For the first time this year we held a couple of small fundraising events.
Eight volunteers helped set up and run a sale of donated goods and a small
strawberries and cream sale was held during a school sports day. We learnt
that sales can be excellent events to get volunteers and workers together
socially but can require large effort for little or no return.

Individual giving Funds raised from a sponsored run were lower than the typical average 70% Ly
margins. AACT has since joined Justgiving to make better use of individual fundraising initiatives. e
This is showing positive returns.

Financial Review
Policy on reserves: the Trustees have a policy of holding enough funds to cover any known future
liability without relying on any future income.

Funds materially in deficit: none. The Trustees set a fundraising target to cover three years’ operation
of a proposed Virtual Learning Centre. In addition to moving forward on some of the related charitable-
activity work this year, the charity had started to build up further funds for this purpose in the previous
year. In the light of both the current financial climate and current technical trends, the Trustees will
review with relevant donors as well as beneficiaries and their supporters how best to move forward to
maximise benefit to those with communications disabilities.
